Greetings Parents and Students,

In a continuing effort to improve the accuracy and accountability of our attendance process, we are making a slight revision

to the notification requirement/process for student absences in the Junior High and High School Parent Student Hand Books.
Enforcement of this revision will be effective Tuesday, January, 21, 2020. Please read the italicized wording below to familiarize
yourself with the revised policy. The secondary principals and or assistant principals are available to answer questions.

Absences

All absences must be reported daily to the school office. Notification of absences must be made by the parent, legal
guardian, or host family by the end of the school day. Absences will be reported as “Unexcused” until the school has been
appropriately notified. “Unexcused Absence” left unaddressed for two or more school days can only be “Excused” via admin-
istrative approval.
